A full and expandable complement of optically-isolated I/O with screw terminal connections also helps speed installation and option cards are also available for expanded non-volatile system memory and processing power.

The AKD range can also be embedded with the new and innovative KMS (Kollmorgen Automation Suite) software to realise even higher performing single- and multi-axis system performance with full IEC-61131-3 PLC control for tightly integrated motion and machine control applications.
